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Carnarvon Windfest was held over a 3-day period 
in January 2021 as a competitive windsurfing, 
kiteboarding, stand-up paddle boarding and 
Windrush sailing event. 
The event capitalised on the region’s consistent 
summer winds to bring competitors and visitors 
from intrastate and interstate to compete, bringing 
an economic benefit to local businesses during the 
recognised off-peak season.
